2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Scott Killinger led the Pledge of Allegiance.
3. INTRODUCTIONS

Everyone introduced themselves.

4, PUBLIC COMMENT

Dan Seeber who lives on Timothy Lane in Mokena talked to the Committee about his
flooding problems. The flooding is worse in the Spring.

Mr. Seeber has been to County and local officials. He has spoken to staff of the Land
Use Department who have been to the property twice. Mr. Seeber said his property
floods five to seven times a year and he has lived there for eighteen years.

The Committee discussed the situation. Gordon asked Jim Song to talk to Greg. Scott
asked Mr. Seeber what he thought would solve the problem. Mr. Seeber said concrete
would be the best material to use. Scott told Jim he might want to do a prelimininary
review and come up with some suggestions for Mr. Seeber.
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5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The regular meeting minutes of the March 10, 2015 Will County Stormwater
Management Planning Committee were presented for review and approval.

One of the Committee members left the meeting. There was no longer a quorum. The
Committee will approve the minutes at the next meeting.

6. CORRESPONDENCE
a. DuPage River Water Gages

Jim Song gave a slideshow presentation showing the location of seven new rain gages
installed in Will County. Erosion and sedimentation control measures are required by
the Environmental Protection Agency whenever there is a half inch (.5”) of rain that
dictates that all construction sites must be inspected. We use County GIS maps.

A Committee member asked why are we doing the inspections?

Jim said it is a requirement of |.LE.P.A. All construction site must be inspected whenever
there is a half inch of rain to make sure all erosion control and sedimentation is
properly maintained.

Someone asked does this guarantee us funding?

Scott Killinger said the E.P.A. requires under your Stormwater MS4 Permit that every
time there is a half inch of rain say for example in the Village of New Lenox or Frankfort;
staff has to go out and inspect construction sites to make sure that the silk fences and
so forth are all in place and effective.

Scott said sometimes that is difficult giving staffing levels to do that but it is a
requirement. The rain gage demonstration shows that staff is concentrating on those
areas that have had a half inch of rain so they can focus their attention on those areas.

Scott said no. It doesn’t guarantee you're getting any funding. Should they inspect you
it could preclude you from getting any funding.

b. DuPage River Feasibility Study w/Army Corps of Engineers

The Army Corps of Engineers was referred to the County Board. Jim believes they will
be going to the County Board in May for consideration.

Tom Weigel said it was discussed at the Executive Committee meeting last week. They
were amenable to the study of the DuPage River with the Army Corps. It looks like the
County will fund it separately over a period of several years.

Jim Song presented a cost estimate for the Wheatland Township Project in the amount
of $22,725.00.

¢ Plainfield Township Sunnyland Subdivision

Jim Song presented a cost estimate for the Sunnyland Project in the amount of
$50,000.00.

e City of Lockport

Jim Song presented a cost estimate for the City of Lockport Project in the amount of
$50,000.00.

John Dykstra made a motion to prepare resolutions to fund the three projects in the
amounts as stated by staff. Mark Ferry seconded the motion.

Gordon asked how long after the resolutions are passed is the cash available for each
of these projects?

Scott said the budget runs until December 1st.

Jim said he would want the invoices by October or November to bring them to
Committee for approval.
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Amy Wagner asked if she has at least $100,000.00 of the project billed by July or
August, would the Committee want her to submit an invoice after they have paid out
$100,000.00.

Scott said he didn’t say any reason not to. Then they would be done.

Amy perceives the project beginning in June or July and by July or August they should
have at least $100,000.00 of the work completed.

Gordon asked wanted to know what the status is regarding the County hiring an
engineer.

Scott has talked to David Dubois and they are working on it.
